SUMMARY

Under general supervision, to perform law enforcement, to control traffic flow and
enforce state and local traffic regulations; to perform investigative work; to participate
in and provide support and assistance to special crome prevention and enforcement
programs; and to perform a variety and administrative tasks.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

- May exercise technical and functional supervision over lower level staff

- Exercise independent judgment in determining when there is reasonable
suspicion to detain, when probable cause exists to search and arrest, and when
force may be used and to what degree

- Effect an arrest, forcible if necessary using handcuffs and other restraints;
subdue resisting suspects using maneuvers and weapons and resorts to the use of
hands feet and other approved weapons in self-defense

- Process and transport prisoners using handcuffs and other appropriate
restraints

- Conduct a thorough investigation of all offenses and incidents; collect evidence
and record data, which will aid in identification, apprehension, and prosecution
of offenders and the recovery of property

- Prepare investigative and other reports, including sketches, using appropriate
grammar, symbols, and mathematical computations

- Operate a law enforcement vehicle during day and night, in emergency
situations involving speed excess of posted limits, in congested traffic, and in
unsafe road conditions caused by factors such as fog, rain, smoke, ice, high
winds, and snow

- Communicate over law enforcement radio channels while initiating and
responding to radio communications

- Perform rescue functions at accidents, emergencies, and disasters

- Read and comprehend legal and non-legal documents

- Maintain weapons, equipment and uniforms in a functional presentable
condition

- Perform all duties of a sworn peace officer to include but not limited to patrol,
investigations, court testimony, civil process; serve and deliver warrants,
summons, subpoenas, and other official paper promptly and accurately, and all
other additional duties assigned

- Be responsible for the efficient performance of duties in conformance with the
rules, regulations, policies, and procedures as stated in the Platte County
Sheriff’s Office Policy and Procedure Manual

- Exercise authority consistent with the obligations imposed by the oath of office
be accountable to superior officers, promptly act on legitimate orders
